There’s no title on the line.
In fact, Coe will be trying to 

shake a 5 - game losing streak 
and Cornell will be out to snap a 
string of three straight losses.

But forget all that. It will be 
Coe and Cornell squaring off 
at 1:30 p.m., Saturday at King­
ston stadium in the highlight 
of Coe’s annual homecoming 
ceremonies. So you can throw 
the records out the window.
The series started back in 

1891 and there has never been a 
dull moment. Coe now holds the 
edge in the long rivalry with 43 
wins to 32 for the Rams. There 
were four ties.

There’s another fact that 
probably rankles Cornell Coach 
Jerry Clark. The Rams have not 
beaten Coe since 1963.

“They have a fine ball club, 
big and tough,”  explained 
Clark this week. “ They’ve just 
had hard luck so far, losing 
when they should have won. 
They were ahead in every 
game.”
Coe’s Glenn Drahn has a dif­

ferent view.
“ We are the underdogs again 

this year, but this is nothing

new. Although we have lost key 
people, we'll show up to play 
the game and hope the ‘Coe 
gremlin’ will be with us again.” 

Clark, whose Cornell club won 
its first two games with a fine 
attack, has suddenly had trou­
ble in scoring.

Led by Quarterback Mark 
Steger, the attack revived 
somewhat in a loss to Grinnell 
last week as Mark hit 24 
passes for 266 yards. Bruce 
Frana, a Cedar Rapids native, 
also provided some punch as 
he ran for 140 yards.
Soph Bobby Thonn, a 150 - 

pound sophomore quarterback 
who directed the Kohawks to 
two scores in a 20-16 loss to 
Lawrence last week, is sched­

uled to get the starting nod for
Coe.

Peter Burnett, who turned in 
a fine defensive game a week 
ago, may get the starting as­
signment over 235 - pound Mike 
Griffin. Two others who could 
see action are junior John Mc­
Caffrey, a possible defensive 
line replacement, and Nick 
Massarella, who missed last 
week with a hip pointer.

Fullback Denny Gay may be 
Coe’s top threat. He has rushed 
for 584 yards for a 4.9 yard 
average.

The Rams can counter with a 
standout kicking specialist in 
Dave Howard. Howard cashed 
in on field goals of 36, 29 and 43 
yards a week ago and now has 
five for the season.
