It helps
with community involvement and, with many sponsors, it
takes the burden off one major backer.

It is time Cedar Rapids followed that path.

It’s also time Cedar Rapids players made it easy on the
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sponsors and established a “minor” league, with the best
players making up ONE solid, world-class club.

Under this format, which has been successful elsewhere,
the players split up during the week and play with different
teams. On weekends, the best 15 or so make up THE team.
“B” and "“C” teams, if enough participate and there are
enough funds in the booster club’s budget, also could be
established and be very competitive in weekend tourneys.

It is a sound idea.

Cedar Rapids has bragged about its fast-pitch for years.
Now it’s time to put its money where its mouth is.
