Strausser loses battle, wins war

By lap 18, Jonn Strausser w asn’t worried 

about catching leader Billy Bennett or w in­
ning the 25-lap Sportsman feature race.

And with his car on the verge of overheat­
ing, Strausser’s confidence on w inning a 
second straight track title wavered.

The veteran knew he needed to finish  
better than fifth to secure the points title 
during the season championships Friday 
night at Hawkeye Downs Speedway.

The car never completely overheated and 
Strausser hung on to finish second in the 
feature to Bennett, who for the second year 
in a row finished second to Strausser in the 
points standings.

“We got a little too warm. I didn’t know  
what was going to happen,” Strausser said. 
“I kept looking at the gauges and they kept 
getting higher and higher, so I didn’t look 
anym ore.”

Strausser won the final race a year ago to 
finish two points ahead of Bennett.

Bennett, who started next to Strausser in 
the first row, took the lead for good on a

restart. He edged past Strausser on the 
backstretch of lap two and was never 
threatened as he claimed his ninth feature.

“The car felt the best it has all year,” 
Bennett said “Everything clicked. We won 
the Hard-Charger award and (nine) features. 
I'm real proud of this season. You can’t 
complain about a year like that.”

Strausser held off third-place Keith Gogel 
in the stretch. Wade Prasil and Josh Walker 
finished fourth and fifth, respectively.

Arlo Becker started in the fourth row, but 
used the high side to quickly moved 
through the pack and slide by Bill Flan- 
nagan into second place on lap three of the 
Modified feature.

He took the lead from season champion 
Brian Slaton on lap seven and scooted to the 
25-lap feature win.

Slaton and Flannagan, who finished 1-2 in 
the points standings, finished second and 
third, respectively. Scott Fiala was fourth.

Becker must have felt pretty comfortable

because on lap 14 he waved to the crowd as 
he whizzed by.

“I had a lot of fans from Davenport here 
tonight,” said Becker of Atkins. “It makes 
me feel real good to win it.”

Jeff Franks of Cedar Rapids had already 
claimed the points title in the Hobby Stock 
D ivision, but said w inning the 20-lap feature 
was still special.

“It m eant a lot to m e,” said Franks of 
w inning the feature. “We’ve won the most 
features, had the most top three finishes. 
This capped off a real good season.” 

Franks had no trouble grabbing his fourth 
checkered flag of the season. He started on 
the pole, quickly built a cushion and never 
relinquished the lead.

“It w as a long 20 laps,” said Franks, who 
hopes to move up a class next season. “It 
looks easy when you start in the front. But 
it’s a very long race.”

Don Johnson, who started in the second 
row, held off Jerry Blazek, who started 
along side Franks, and the pair finished  
second and third, respectively. Brian Allen 
was fourth.

Steinburg
powers
Kennedy

Practice — and a big night from tailback J.C. 
Steinburg — paid off for Cedar Rapids Kennedy 
Friday night.

The Cougars, coming off a disappointing open­
ing game loss, held off Cedar Rapids Prairie, 27-21, 
in M ississippi Valley Conference football before a 
crowd estimated at 4,000 fans at Prairie’s John 
Wall Field.

Kennedy (l l) suffered a 29-6 season-opening loss 
to Cedar Rapids Regis, and there w asn’t a Cougar 
fan pleased about it.

“We practiced hard this week,” Kennedy Coach 
Don Knock said. “I was happy for the kids 
because we were all upset with the terrible 
performance last week.”

Steinburg rushed for 149 yards and three 
touchdowns on 25 carries. His 54- and 46-yard 
runs in the first half gave Kennedy a 14-0 lead.

“We tried to get J.C. loose, and we finally did,” 
Knock said. “We finally established the running 
game, although we can do better there, and we hit 
some key passes.”

Prairie rallied twice, tying the game at 14-14 in 
the first half and trimming the Cougar lead to 
27-21 with 1:56 remaining. The Hawks held Kenne­
dy on downs near mid field with 12 seconds left, 
completed a 32-yard pass but ran out of time.

“We spotted ’em 14 but came back,” Prairie 
Coach Craig Jelinek said. “What I’m pleased 
about is that I thought our guys stayed with it.” 

After Steinburg’s two TD jaunts, both off the 
right side of the Kennedy line, Prairie responded 
with two solid drives. Quarterback Jeremy Sny­
der, who passed for 208 yards, lofted a beautiful 
35-yard touchdown strike to 6-foot-3 Matt Ternes. 
Set up by a Casey Bowman fumble recovery, the 
Hawks tied it on tailback Grant Kellogg’s 51-yard 
TD scamper with 3:36 left in the half.

Kennedy answered with a 13-play drive, capped 
by a 15-yard touchdown pass from Brad Steenhoek 
to Jim McArthur l l  seconds before interm ission. 
The Cougars kept the drive going when Kyle 
Knock, deep to punt, tossed a 17-yard pass on 
fourth-and-5 to Brad Beachier.

Jason G ivvin’s fumble recovery at the Prairie 
30-yard line gave Kennedy excellent field position  
early in the third period. Steinburg finished off a 
7-play drive with a 1-yard plunge.

Roughing the kicker and pass interference 
penalties on Kennedy aided Prairie in the fourth 
quarter. The Hawks scored on a Ben Sanderson 
3-yard run off a counter call and Jake Swanson 
kicked the point, leaving Prairie behind by six  
points with 1:56 left.

Jelinek praised the play of Snyder, who com 
pleted 13 of 28 passes, and Sanderson, who caught 
four passes for 56 yards. Ternes, tight end Al 
Novak and fullback Ryan LaGrange each had 
three catches. Kellogg gained 80 yards rushing.

Lesmeister, Cornish 
key Warriors, 37-0

Thanks to the golden right 
arm of Keith Lesmeister and the 
sticky hands of Scott Cornish 
and Lydale Waller, the Cedar 
Rapids Washington passing at­
tack is very much alive.

Friday night at Kingston Sta­
dium, that attack was enough to 
make road-kill of Cedar Rapids 
Jefferson.

On an evening that mixed two 
parts football with one part 
band festival, Lesmeister threw  
for 232 yards and four touch­
downs to lead Washington past 
crosstown rival Jefferson, 37-0, 
in a M ississippi Valley Confer­
ence contest played in front of 
an estimated 5,000 fans.

The w in  w as the fourth  
straight for the Warriors in the 
42-game series, and their sixth  
in the last seven meetings. They 
lead overall, 25-15-2.

The loss was Jefferson’s 24th

straight over parts of the last 
four seasons.

It was a festive night, even for 
the beleaguered Jefferson fans.

The marching bands from 
W ashington, Jefferson and Iowa 
State University all performed, 
which kept things hopping ev­
eryw here  except on the J-Hawk 
sideline.

Washington started sluggishly  
on offense, but soon turned 
things on behind Lesmeister. 
The senior completed 15 of 22 
passes with TD throws of 20 and 
18 yards to Waller, and 4 and 18 
yards to Cornish.

“Early in the game, we were 
coming off the ball a little slow ,” 
Lesmeister said. “Then all the 
seniors challenged each other to 
get our momentum going, and it 
seemed to work.”

The Warriors limped to a 7-0 
first quarter lead after being 
forced to punt on its First two 
p o ssess io n s . But L esm eister  
completed 6 of 8 second-quarter 
passes — including both TDs to 
Cornish — and W ashington led 
at halftime, 21-0.

From that point, it was a walk 
in the park.

“We had a game plan we 
thought w e’d be successful at, 
but they were really coming at 
us” in the first quarter, Wash­
ington Coach Paul James said. 
“We had a heart-to-heart with 
the offensive line and decided to 
go to ‘Plan B,’ which was really 
just our normal stuff.”

Cornish hauled in six of Les- 
m eister’s throws for IOO yards 
and Waller added three catches 
for 74 more.

The J-Hawks didn’t appear to 
have an answer for the War­
riors’ aerial assault, but Coach 
Jim Bostal said that w asn’t the 
case.

“We had the answer, we just 
didn’t do it,” he said, adding he 
hopes his team is able to bounce 
back. “We have a schedule 
ahead of us we have to play, so 
we have to bounce back.
