“ It’s been a long time coming,” 
Sweers said. “ I ’ve waited a long time 
for this opportunity.”

Although the Norse lost last Satur­
day at St. Olaf, Sweers has been 
outstanding in his first two starts. 
He’s passed for 602 yards, including 
324 against St. Olaf, and has complet­
ed 67.2 percent of his passes.

The 6-foot-6, 225-pounder leads the 
Iowa Conference in passing yards per 
game (301) and total offense (332) and 
ranks second to Coe’s Robert DeMou- 
lin in passing efficiency with a 155.4 
rating.

“That stats are nice, but I'd trade 
them in a heartbeat for 2-0,” Sweers 
said.

A lot of players say things like 
that, hut with Sweers it’s legitimate. 
What you see is what you get, Hefty 
said.

“ He genuine,” Hefty said. “ He’s 
really grown up a lot.”

Sweers’ long road to starting quar­
terback is appreciated by athlete and 
coach.

“That’s been the most enjoyable 
thing, the maturity and the apprecia­
tion,” Hefty said. “ You can tell he 
really appreciates the journey.”

Sweers was a three-sport standout 
at Clayton Ridge. He was a two-time

Cougar love fest
Players, fans celebrate 
18-7 win over Warriors

CEDAR RAPIDS — The Cedar 
Rapids Kennedy students stormed 
the field, eager to celebrate with 
their conquering heroes.

The Kennedy players, meanwhile, 
i u Shed ward the stands to honor 
the fans still in their seats with a 
victory chant that is becoming a 
weekly occurrence for this year’s 
Cougar football team.

Kennedy took advantage of five 
Cedar Rapids Washington turn­
overs while shaking off five of their 
own, and topped the Warriors, 18-7, 
in what can only be described as a 
wacky football game played in front 
of an estimated 7,000 fans on a 
gorgeous late summer night at 
Kingston Stadium.

The Cougars moved to 3-0 for the 
first time in the l l  years Coach 
Tim Lewis has been at the school 
and beat Washington for the first 
time since 2001, thanks to a tena­
cious defensive effort and an of­
fense that finally got untracked in 
the fourth quarter with the game 
still hanging in the balance.

“ I used to go to Washington and I 
know a lot of the people over 
there,”  said Kennedy tailback 
Herve Cantrell, who rushed 15 
times for 87 yards in the fourth 
quarter alone. “ It’s a wonderful 
win. Our defense is the best, there s 
no doubt about it.”

The Warriors (2-1) entered the 
game with the Mississippi Valley 
Conference’s top-ranked offense, 
and although quarterback Barney 
O’Donnell completed 14 of 32 passes 
for 256 yards, they put only one TD 
on the board.

“ We’ve been saying all week that 
they haven’t been tested yet,” Ken 
nedy defensive lineman Ron 
McConnell said. “ I’ve been playing 
(varsity) for three years and this 
means a lot to me. I had never 
beaten Wash.”

Kennedy rallied from a halftime 
deficit for the second week in a row 
and trailed 7-6 at the start of the 
fourth quarter. But the Cougars got 
a 42-yard field goal from Jordan 
Grimm, a safety and a TD on a

9-yard run from Cantrell — his 
second of the game in the final 
period to pull out the win.

“ It’s a proud day when you have 
a football team that never gives 
up," Lewis said. “Two weeks in a 
row we proved we have kids who 
never give up.”

The biggest play of the game may 
have been the safety, which came 
with O’Donnell working from h i s  

own 2-yard line with about 9 min­
utes left. Kennedy led at the time, 
9-7. But McConnell chased O’Don­
nell out of the end zone for the 
safety that seemed to give the Cou­
gars much-need momentum.

“ We had two chances to score in 
the third quarter and couldn’t get it 
done,” Washington Coach Tony 
Lombardi said. “ Football is a game 
of momentum and we had our 
chances, but we couldn’t put them
