“Home-
coming is always a challenge and then we
were stuck inside Tuesday night because of
the storms and I think sometimes as coaches
we get caught up in thinking we have to be so
routine oriented. But as they showed tonight,
they focused and they were able to deal with
some adversity during the week and they
came out and played a great game. I'm proud
of them.”
