Pep talk helps push
Prairie to clutch victory

CEDAR RAPIDS — The
entire season boiled down to
just 24 minutes.

Cedar Rapids Prairie
Coach Mark Bliss had a
little heart-to-heart with his
Hawks as their playoff hopes
teetered on one half of play.

“Our talk was about
seizing the moment, leav-
ing their legacy and some
halftime stuff,” Bliss said.

“I said it’s an even draw.
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We have to go out and find a
way to claw, scratch, dig and
do whatever we can to put
points on the board and our
kids did that.”

Class 4A 10th-ranked
Prairie scored three second-
half touchdowns en route to
a 32-19 victory over Cedar
Rapids Kennedy last night at
John Wall Field. The victory
clinched the 4A District 8
runner-up spot and a playoff
berth.

For the second straight
year, Prairie (8-1, 4-1) turned
Kennedy away in the regular
